General Functions
1 Starting Disciple

To start Disciple-RKF/CoG simply open the shortcut from your desktop. If you didn’t create a desktop shortcut read Install.doc from the Disciple CD-ROM for how to create one.
2 KB Management

The KB Management window, shown in Figure 1, can be open by selecting the KB Manager command from the Domain menu.

The top panel shows the existing KBs organized as a tree with three levels: the top level elements are the domains, under each domain there is a list of General KBs, and under each General Kb there is a list of Specific KBs. The open KBs are shown in bold. The bottom panel contains the description (if any) of the selected item.
When a KB is selected (for instance, with a mouse click), the name is highlighted and the buttons that are not applicable to it are disabled. To open a KB, select it and click on Open KB. Opening a Specific KB will cause its parent General KB to be open automatically. To close an open KB, select it and click on Close KB. The KB is not saved automatically when you close it. Closing a General KB will cause all its children Specific KBs to be closed automatically. To save a General KB and all its children Specific KBs that are open, select the General KB and click on Save. To save all the open KBs click Save All. Alternatively, this can be done by selecting Save All Open KBs from the Domain menu.

Clicking on the More button makes additional buttons available and changes the More button to a Less button.
3 Exiting Disciple
To close Disciple-RKF/CoG select the Exit command from the Connection menu or click on the close button of the Disciple client window. A dialog box will appear requesting your confirmation. If you made any KB changes and you didn’t save them click No in this dialog to return to Disciple and be able to save the modified KBs.
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
